B. Any knowing failure or refusal to cooperate in compliance monitoring may disqualify the defaulting Contractor, Service 
Provider, or Subcontractor from eligibility for other City contracts. 

C. The making of any material misrepresentation may disqualify the defaulting Contractor, Service Provider, or Subcontractor 
from eligibility for other City contracts. 

D. Any action by the City, its officers and employees, under the provisions of this Chapter may be reviewed by the Hearing 
Examiner upon written application of the party so affected. Application shall be made within twenty (20) days of the date of 
the action upon which the appeal is based, and provided to the City by certified mail or by personal service. Any action taken 
by the Hearing Examiner may be appealed pursuant to Hearing Examiner code, TMC Chapter 1.23.

1.90.090 Compliance with applicable law. 
Nothing in this Chapter shall excuse a Prime Contractor, Service Provider, or Subcontractor from complying with all relevant 
federal, state, and local laws.

1.90.100 Review and reporting. 
The City Manager and Director of Utilities shall review the Program on or before January 1, 2000, and every two (2) years 
thereafter, and shall report to the City Council and Public Utility Board the Manager’s and LEAP Coordinator’s findings, 
conclusions, and recommendations as to the continued need for the Program, and any revisions thereto that should be 
considered by the Council and Board.

The City Manager and the Director of Utilities shall have authority to jointly adopt policies and regulations consistent with 
this chapter to implement the LEAP program.
